Barbara Effie (Brown) Riddle died February 10, 2025 at the Commons in Enid, Oklahoma. She 
was born August 14, 1930 in Kansas City, Missouri to Paul Octavius Brown and Esther Ruth 
(Edwards) Brown Wilson. She graduated high school there and moved to Ten Sleep, Wyoming, 
when she married Robert Eugene Riddle on September 17, 1950. Barbara and Gene raised 
four children and were married for 63 years.


Barbara worked as secretary at Campbell County High School in Gillette, Wyoming and later at 
Guaranty Abstract and Title in Guymon, Oklahoma. She enjoyed being a Reading Grandma 
and Pink Lady of the Hospital Auxiliary in Basin, Wyoming.
